Session Descriptions

Blogging in the Classroom

In this session participants will learn about blogs and how they can be integrated in the classroom.  Each participant will setup their own blog and spend some time exploring the technology that allows group blogging in the classroom.
Clickers Level 1: Demo Presentation for non-clicker users

This 90 min. presentation will show how to use the Classroom Performance System (CPS) to facilitate high level learning, inform your teaching through formative assessment, and instantly grade homework and tests!  If you have not used CPS yet, this is a great place to get the overview of what is possible.

Clickers Level 2: Training Session for beginning clicker users

This 90 min. session will include a brief view of what CPS can do, but then quickly move to “hands on” practice of the first few steps of using basic clicker methods including

Using your CPS database

Detecting your Receiver

3.
Using Verbal Mode

Using Fast Grade (to load an answer key)

Basic typing text questions

Clickers Level 3: Training Session for intermediate/advanced clicker users

This 90 min. session will cover “higher level” CPS uses such as

ePals

ePALS connects learners around the world for sharing and exchanges that foster literacy, language and critical thinking skills in a fun and safe environment.

ePals connects over 124,518 registered classrooms, more than 7 million students and educators, in 191 countries. In this 1 hour session Global Learners will create an epal account and learn about;

Classroom-to-classroom project sharing 

•
Practicing language and literacy skills 

•
Teacher-supervised global penpals
Google Earth

Hang on tight, in this 1.5 hour session Global Learners will explore the tools of Google Earth.  Students can explore every corner of the globe , measure distances, create virutal tours, and share their tours with others.  We will investigate how unitedstreaming has teamed up with Google earth to add exciting possibilites for the classroom.  We will learn how to create placemarks that can include multimedia and look at Google Earth activities that have been created by educators and others for sharing.

Intel Thinking Tools

During this 1.5 hour session Global Learners will create an Intel Thinking Tools account, build a Visual Ranking Tool activity, and explore other resources available from Intel.  These free tools and resources for educators support collaborative student-centered learning. Online thinking tools are active learning places where students engage in robust discussions, pursue investigations, analyze complex information, and solve problems. Resources for 21st century teaching help teachers play a critical role in facilitating learning activities and posing questions that take student thinking deeper.
Movie Making in the Classroom

Learn how to integrate movie making into the classroom to meet the Colorado Model Content Standards.  The group will complete a one minute film about their vision for technology use in the classroom. We will cover writing, storyboarding, filming, and editing in the 90-minute block.

Podcasting

The podcasting session will focus on the process for creating meaningful Internet radio products in the classroom.  The group will create a brief introduction to their classroom about expectations of technology use for students. We will cover writing, recording, editing, and posting in this 90-minute block.

RSS and Social Bookmarking

RSS, or Really Simple Syndication, is a way to keep track of all the things on the web that matter to you.  RSS ensures that you no longer have to visit your favorite blog or website anymore, but instead the new content is sent straight to you.  The participants in this session will learn how RSS can be used with students and will set-up an aggregator and begin syndicating content.

Social Bookmarking is a method for “tagging” information that is usable to you.  This type of bookmarking is social because you can see what other users like you are “tagging” and find new usable content.  The participants in this session will set-up a social bookmarking account and begin ”tagging”.

SmartBoard

In this 1.5 hour session we will investigate and practice the many ways to use the SmartBoard as an interactive tool.  In additon to using the SmartBoard software we will explore lessons and activities created by SmartBoard users.  Emphasis will be placed on using the SmartBoard and creating lessons that directly correlate to the Adams 14 curriculum.
Wikis in the Classroom

A wiki is a collaborative online space intended for multiple authors.  The use of wikis among teachers and in the classroom has emerged in recent years as an effective way to collaborate on group projects.  In this session participants will learn about wikis and participate in a group project using a wiki.
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
