RSS and Social Bookmarking

	Unit/Theme:  Knowing the professional and classroom uses for wikis.  How to integrate wikis selectively into practice.

	Standard:

1. Teachers use technology to enhance their productivity and professional practice. (NETS-T) 

	Content Objective (Colorado State Standards to be covered):  Teachers demonstrate a sound understanding of technology concepts, systems, and operations and implement classroom practice that allows students to demonstrate their proficiency in these areas. 	Language Objective:  Participants in this session will use online writing and collaboration tools.  Language is not emphasized except in a warm up activity.

	Student (Teacher) Outcomes (what should students know and be able to do?):  The student (teacher) will know the value of new technologies like blog aggregators and social bookmarking.  The participants will leave having set-up two new accounts (bloglines.com and Del.icio.us) and begin adding content to these sites.

	Lesson Sequence: 


	This session will have two hands-on applications.  First, each participants will set-up their own bloglines.com account.  In the first half of the session I will explain to the participants the advantages of aggregators (RSS).  Ask the following questions: 

· Do you ever have your students monitor certain topics?  Or sources for information?  (e.g. BBC, CNN, or a particular author).  A math example might be to subscribe to algebra.com.  (Even podcasts could be the content followed)

· Do you ever do current events lessons?  For example, in teaching statistics do you look at the newspaper for examples?  What about following the blog of Freakanomics authors?  What about following the news from around the world on a given topic? 

· Do you envision a situation where your students are creating bloga, wikis, or podcasts?  You will need a way to keep track of all that stuff. 

Next step is to set-up an aggregator.  The participants will begin adding feeds to their blogroll. .  Participants will brainstorm methods for using blogrolls in the class setting with students.
· What are some ways we could imagine using in your class with students?
In  the second portion of the session participants will be introduced to Social Bookmarking.  I will begin this portion of the session by showing them the power through the social shopping site wists.com.  How similar taste can result in great finds.  

· Have you ever had a similar situation in education (or research) where you feel like a champ for finding a great website, but would love to know if there are more like it?  

· Have you ever wanted to share a group of websites with your students, but were not sure what the best way to do it was?

Next, I will show and demonstrate the same concept using Del.icio.us.  Each participants will get a Del.icio.us account and begin adding content.
