	Grade/Class/Subject:  Global Learners (EETT Power Results)  Blogging in the Classroom


	Unit/Theme:  This workshop will provide participants an understanding of the value of blogging as a reflective practice and as a student writing component.  Teachers attending this session will be able to: (1) set-up a personal reflective blog, (2) set-up a classroom blog with some controls (in blogger), and (3) know and understand how to use the blog to engage students. 

	Standard:
