The Global Learners project has the goal of increasing student exposure to technology, increasing student exposure to real-world tasks, improving 21st Century skills for students (collaboration, critical thinking, information acquisition and vetting), and increasing student achievement in the traditional sense (e.g. reading, writing, math, etc…).  The participants in this program will engage in professional development that is focused on connecting with Digital Natives in the classroom, infusing technology and 21st Century Learning strategies in the standards-based classroom, and creating student-driven classrooms and learning.  

Participants will receive the following classroom technology: mobile multimedia cart, multimedia speakers, laptop, projector, and SmartBoard.  Participants will also have access to additional equipment that is dedicated to the program including clickers, iPods, and cameras.  

Applicants are not required to be technology gurus.  Applicants are expected to be highly motivated and prepared to be a model for 21st Century Teaching and Learning.
